NETC CODE OF ETHICS

The New England Terrier Club was formed and exists to encourage and promote the quality breeding of pure-bred terriers to do all possible to bring their natural qualities to perfection.  Our members are committed to do all in their power to protect and advance the interests of all terriers and to encourage sportsmanship competition.

Members of the NETC should therefore:

 1. Abide by the NETC Bylaws and Constitution and rules of the AKC both in the letter 

    and spirit of the above documents.

 2. Conduct themselves at all times in such a manner as to reflect credit on the sport of

    pure-bred dogs and the NETC.

 3. Follow the AKC rules and regulations regarding the exhibition of dogs.

 4. Keep accurate breeding records, registration papers and pedigrees.

 5. Familiarize themselves with Official Standards of the Terrier Breeds and strive to breed only terriers that are characteristic of sound type, structure and temperament.

 6. Direct efforts toward producing litters free of genetically transmitted defects.

 7. Breed no bitch before her second season, on no more than two out of three heats and only if in robust health.

 8. Maintain all puppies and adults in a clean and healthy condition.  Puppies must be at 

    least 8 weeks old before going to a new home.

 9.  Sell no adult or puppy without appropriate inoculations.

10. Not engage in wholesaling and distribution of terriers to pet dealers, catalogue 

      houses, or any other means of commercial distribution.  NETC members will not 

      place animals through second parties nor participate in placing or reselling litters.

11. Supply no terriers for raffles, lotteries or for experimentation.

12. Not engage in false advertising or any other misrepresentation of their terriers.

13. Not malign others by making false or misleading statements regarding other’s dogs,

      breeding practices or person.
